  RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR BOAT DOCKS

1. Boat slips at Worton Wharf  and Mill Creek Marinas are for the use of members of CLCA

2.  A Dock Committee, which shall consist of a chairperson and two assistants, will be appointed and approved by the Board of Directors and be responsible for management of the marinas including slip assignments. A member of the Dock Committee will be designated as Dock Master for Mill Creek Marina.

3. The committee shall post a diagram of slip assignments on the clubhouse bulletin board and at the marina. 

4. Slip fees are determined by the Dock Committee and approved by the Board and shall be paid by March 31 for the April 1 to October 31 season of the year in which the slips are used.

5. Based on availability, members may pay for a “Temporary Slip”. This would allow a boat to occasionally be left in a slip overnight. No slip assignment will be made.

6. Proof of liability insurance must accompany member’s application or be presented when boat arrives at marina for the season. Failure to complete the application information, return the form or provide proof of insurance will void the slip assignments.

7. Nonpayment of association dues or slip fees by the due date will cause immediate forfeiture of the slip assignments. Members must notify the Dock Committee chairperson if he/she does not intend to use the assigned slip. If membership is paid and the slip is not used by the boat owner, said owner will be given a thirty (30) day leeway from the later of April 1, or the date of payment, to request a refund. After thirty (30) days, the slip will be reassigned without refund.

8. Members and immediate families may request a second slip on availability.

9. Boat owners using slips for any other than the season shall be billed according to the current rate schedule. Boat owners must request a winter storage form due by November 1.

10. There shall be no storage boxes or obstructions left on the docks at anytime. No markings, additions or alterations to any portion of the docks are permitted without permission of the Dock Committee.

11. Facilities on the docks are for the use of boaters only. Campers or trailers shall not be permitted the use of dock facilities.

12. Water hoses are to be turned off at the faucets after use. Water heaters, air conditioners, space heaters, and lights must be turned off if the boat owner is not “staying aboard.”

13. Open fires, cooking, welding or brazing of any type is forbidden on the docks or boats while in the dock area.

14. Toilets or waste matter are not to be discharged into the water while at the docks. Holding tanks may not be emptied at CLCA facilities.

15. Swimming is forbidden around the docks.

16. Boat owners are responsible for the safety and conduct of their guests.

17. Boat owners are responsible for the removal of their sunken boat in a slip or the marina area.

18. Exceptions or additions to these rules may be made by the Dock Committee upon approval of the Board. Failure to comply with the regulations will result in denial of slip space.
